Directions: 

Step #1: Listen to your own story and write it down.
Step #2: Look at the story with your partner. You will change your story into a conversation.(A story has only one speaker / a conversation has speaker and listener)

Step #3: Add some  rejoinders (相槌の表現 see homepage Class Activities to Story Sharing Days to Activity #3)) and “So I guess---/ So I bet---/So you must---“ 
         comments (see below for examples). (会話みたいに、Speaker Aが１つか２つ
Step #4: Record the conversation

Example#1:

Example#3: 

A: When I moved from Ehime to Nagasaki and started university, it was hard to get used to Nagasaki at first.

(add new part) B: Uh-huh. So I guess Nagasaki is very different from Ehime?

              A: Yes, very different (story no続き)
